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Ship 1 - HMS Daring was declared in service with the Royal Navy in July 2010.

  

Ship 2 - HMS Dauntless was Commissioned into the Royal Navy in June 2010. Sea Viper was
fired from HMS Dauntless on 29th September in the first firing of the missile from a Type 45
platfrom.

  

Ship 3 - Diamond was accepted off contract at Portsmouth Naval Base in September 2010.

  

Ship 4 - Dragon will shortly commence her first set of sea trials.

  

Ship 5 - Defender was launched in October 2009 and is currently being fitted out in Glasgow.

  

Ship 6 - Duncan was launched on 9th October 2010 and was 60% complete on launch. The
ship is named after Admiral Lord Viscount Adam Duncan who defeated the Dutch in the Battle
of Camperdown on 11th October 1797.
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
